= Picking up and completing the Sunday Report Form (attendance, weather, etc.); leave in the
secretary’s mailbox.

Assigning ushers to duty stations.

Have an usher stationed at front entrance to assist those in need out of cars and up the stairs.
Insuring that hymnals, guest attendance forms, pencils, etc., are available in each pew.
Bring in visitor parking signs from front walk.

Collect attendance pad forms from booklets and turn into office.

Turning out all lights after the service (sanctuary, colonnade and educational building).
Locking all outside doors (sanctuary, colonnade and educational building) and upper hallway
doors.
